


Unsworth JFC Tournament Rules

A child in the age ranges Under 7, Under 8, Under 9 and Under 10, may play in a match involving boys and girls.

Under 7’s and Under 8’s

Under 7’s and Under 8’s matches will be exhibition matches only with medals given to each player.

Under 7’s and Under 8’s play 7-a-side with 3 subs (10 registered players)

Under 7’s and Under 8’s will play 8 minutes one way

Under 9’s and Under 10’s

Under 9’s and Under 10’s there will be trophies for the winners and runners up.

Under 9’s and Under 10’s play 7-a-side with 3 subs (10 registered players)

Under 9’s and Under 10’s will play 10 minutes one way

A maximum of 12 teams playing in each age group.

The age qualification date shall be 31st August for all age groups.

On match day, all teams must register their arrival no later 10.00am for a 10.30am start.

This is an end of season tournament; therefore ages are based on 2011/2012 season.

This is a mini soccer tournament, with roll on, roll off subs at all ages.

This is an event which prohibits category A players or Academy Tournament players from participating, any teams found to be fielding players from the above will be removed from the tournament.

All teams must be affiliated to a registered league.

Teams will play a league format and the winner and runner up of each group will go through to determine the eventual finalists.

We will do our best to ensure that every team plays the maximum amount of football permitted by the FA on each day of the event in which they participate or qualify.

We will provide qualified referees throughout the competition, as well as qualified assistant referees for the final.

The Tournament will be played on a League basis in the first stage with the teams divided into groups of one or more.  Each team shall play one match against each other team in its group.


Three points shall be awarded for a win and one point for a draw.

In the event of any team being level on points for any knockout place in a group, the final position shall be decided by:

1. Goal difference

2. Number of goals scored

3. The result between the two clubs

4. by taking the kicks from the penalty mark

The knockout competition shall comprise of team finishing in the highest place in their groups.

The final result shall be decided on the golden goal rule.

In the event of a tie in the final, every two minutes a player from each team will be withdrawn from the field of play.  The final result shall be decided on the golden goal rule.

The consumption of alcohol is NOT allowed.
There may be press photographers in attendance, should anyone object to this, please make their views known to the tournament organisers at registration

The entrance fee is £35.00 non-refundable, per team.

There is a car parking charge of £1.00 per car.
